A Permanent Collection of Paintings and Drawings
made in Iraq.

The pictures displayed in this room have been collected over a period
of two years by the Directorate General of Antiquities. They include
| portraits and landscapes in oil or water-colour, pencil or charcoal drawings
and some sketches in pen-and-ink. All have been chosen for their artistic
merit and interest, as illustrating the nature of the country and the charae-

' ter of its people. The Gallery is intended in this way to become an annexe
to the neighbouring Museum of National Costumes.

Some of the pictures, notably those of the Yezidis of Sheikhan, were
commissioned especially for this purpose. Others were bought from the
periodical exhibitions of the work of Iraqi painters in Baghdad. The
- group is completed by representative work of foreign artists temporarily -

resident in Baghdad. The whole collection constitutes a first attempt to
establish a national collection of pictures, in the hope that it may some day
form the nucleus of an Iraqi National Gallery.
