Located burial in NW quadrant of A1, originally discovered last year (2000).  Attempted to locate burial along N. wall.  Excavated L-shaped 3.5x.5m trench along W and N wall of A1.  Uncovered isolated fragment of human mandible, which does not (currently) appear part of the burial discovered last year.  Retained backdirt—do not recommend analysis.

Continued to excavate 2x2m extension of A1 (L. 1028).  Appear to have an adult burial (possibly in addition to legs of burial discovered last year) below and predating the infant (L. 1029).

At end of morning session have 3 of last year’s A1 burials located, and partially exposed.  Two more remain covered.  Plan is to removed L. 1027 burial and L. 1028 burial during afternoons, while workmen absent, locate/expose remaining two, expand A1 as necessary, while expanding horizontal coverage.
