Started A3, now a 2m wide trench running west from the south side of the west wall of A1.


Looking to see what the possible density and extent of human burials in the area may be.  Removing the first 20cm of material with little change in soil color/consistency.  Lots of pottery coming up, along with several pieces of ground stone.  One of these is of vascular basalt.


In addition to some animal bone, a circular area of softer dirt has been identified toward the west end of the test trench (now locus 3001). Will map it tomorrow and try to establish it in profile as we remove the next 20cm of sediment.
