Removed the top 30cm of sediment from the eastern four (4) meters of L5000 in A5.  Uncovered another burial along the south sidewall about 3m west.  There is a large rock protruding from the sidewall just east and above the burial.  There is a small cluster of pottery just below and in front (north) of this rock.


A 75cm wide linear rock arrangement of rocks runs north-south across the trench about where the burial lies (see sketch map).  Another scatter of pot sherds sits amid the rock alignment.  The easternmost course of rocks all appear to be placed vertically in the sediment.
