Main goal of today’s work was to clear away the remaining material above the emerging wall (L 2054) and to clear remaining wash material from east side of trench and so to clarify the loci in the trench. 

L2051 used again to clear material in the area where orangey mudbrick/oven crumble was visible after initial trench cleaning and scraping. Below this is an irregular extended pit-like structure filled with a combination of soft ashy dirt, some bones and other as yet undefined mixed stuff which to all appearances is appropriate for a sub-oven accumulation (this is speculation). L2054 is running into another ashy area in its northeast corner (at the baulk).  The fairly hard brick collapse and actual bricks in L2054 in its center section (erosion/wash exposed dirt and so therefore was removed without designation of sub loci) is interrupted by numerous ashy burrow-like soft areas and so thus these bricky areas may represent either burrowed into material or fall from the adjacent mudbrick wall base(?).
