Datum – 2 level backsights used.  For early morning levels – backsight was 1.115 above SW corner (93.67) = 94.785 instrument height.  For later levels backsight was 1.91 above SW corner C4 (93.67) = 95.58.

Today’s goals: remove remaining mud brick above bricky, ashy fill so as to reveal the wall below and hopefully to understand the relationship of walls and fills and surfaces on the E and W side of the trench.  Second goal: to begin the cleaning of the couth baulk in earnest – back about 20 cm to fresh dirt so thqat the levels of C3 can be seen from the C2 side.

L2067 includes the removal of the east half of the area below the layer that was removed as L2067 also yesterday. Explanation:  The material above this layer was homogeneous in color and texture and consistency with half of the mud brick course below it. When the bottom layer of mud brick (third total and second in the area above the wall) was reached above the large stone wall it became clear that the east half was of the same color and consistency as the upper layers (orange-ish) but the west half was not the same (browner). Thus the east half was removed also as L2067 while the west half was removed separately as L2069 .

L2069 opened for clearance of remaining mud brick between the N baulk and the stone wall (the one that descends into the pit in the SE corner of the trench.)  Note that this half of the mud brick is actually slightly curved toward the SW. It is not a straight wall.  (photo taken which shows this).

It looks like the stone higher wall abuts but does not bond to the mudbrick and in any case is founded at a lower level. Whether the mud brick to stone wall linkage was ever a bond is now not possible to definitely determine as the join between the two was entirely pillaged by animal burrows.
