Week 2 Summary

July 12, 2001


This week we articulated the area looking for surfaces and features. We found 2 more ovens L3008 and L3006, a slag pit L3007 a wall L3005 and a work surface L3010. One of the ovens L3008 seems to be connected to the lag pit L3007 in the eastern side of the area and where the wall L3005 in the south eastern area abuts the work surface L3010 there is a large slag chunk The work area is defined by many animal bones ant pottery fragments. What looks to be happening in the area is a series of work spaces separated by doors. Doors are indicated by door posts found near both L3008 and L3010. The work areas seem to have ovens that could be producing metal. The reason I think this is because each door post is within a meter and a half of large slag deposits. This is similar to what is seen in area C4, a door post near a slag pit and some sort of divider/wall next to that. Next week I hope to articulate walls and see if the slag deposits have strong relationships with the walls.
