 July 4, 2001

We are leveling the channels in the SE corner of the trench L4001 and we found a fish net weight from there 4017 kt. 


We found some stones on the east side of the trench so I will change the locus 4002 for that part but keep the rest same. (The first rock garden of C4).


We found a piece of sand stone that I thought it is something different in the sought side of the SE corner. I showed that to Jonathan but he said that it is not a slag(?). The elevation of this is 94.25 and kt# is 4020 but not marked as SF.


There is another rock pile right at SE corner of the trench where we found the sand stone so we are cleaning now to see what is going on (the workers mentioned that the soil so soft around the rock pile in the SE corner). (There also some pottery with it).


All sudden everything changed n the trench as we cleaned;

L4002: is the first rock pile that we found early in the morning next to the east baulk 3.60_ 3.80m way from the S baulk. A baulk of rocks.(opening elevation 94.27).

L4003: we found an (maybe) oven piece over here so we looked more carefully thee sol around, it was harder, so we tried to keep that hard part not dug.

Location: Almost at the center of the SE part of the trench.

L4004: is the rock pile with pottery sitting on it at the SE corner of the trench where we found sand stone.

l4005: Because of the rest of this part I decided to change the locus. Should be something different when we get these many things going on.

So I closed L4001 in this part of the trench.


When we are cleaning we found some more rock at the east of L4002 (maybe the continuation) and there is a big piece of pottery also sitting at the west of these new rocks.


There are also some white spaces at the very SE corner next to the L4004.


After breakfast the workmen began to dig from the SW corner in a strip system.


We cleaned the trench and will call Bradley for the photo.


The workers were digging the SW corner and they found another pile of rocks.


We found a piece of  basalt in the SW corner of the trench. (kt#4024).


P.S. When digging early in the morning we found a sand stone piece and a fish net weight (4019 and 4020) we collected them as L4001 but now it is obvious that these belongs to the L4004 but we won't change the tags.
