We took off L4003 but I am not sure about it anymore because the bottom part is so hard between rocks.  It seems different to me.  So I will take an elevation at the bottom part of the big rock.


I want to take the bottom elevation of the wall at the two sides.  (2.35 S, 2.57 N, 2.71, 96.21 are measures used in calculations).  It is 93.86 m on the South side where we see the bottom in the pit.  It is 93.64 at the N side.


We dug the bottom part of L4003 as the same locus because there were pottery in it also the color was different (slightly).  Now we are digging L4042 to find out if the surface continuing (that we found under L4040).


Also we started to big pick L4045.  In the half way we hit something different.  It is red, gray different kind of burnt soil (I am thinking of slag) so I made them stop and now we are cleaning.  Hopefully we didn't destroy it completely.


Another thing that was noticed is: between the oven L4035 the rock alignment which will be L4046 there are some burnt pieces also.  (As looks like what we found in the L4045 when picking)


In L4042 we found a few pieces of pottery but really not a lot.  Now we are cleaning animal holes there.


We came to the bottom of L4003 but we are at the level of the bottom of the wall (probably) so I will close L4003 now and open L4047 for the rest of the pit.


We saw that river conglomerate rock (hard with pebbles in it) after we dug L4045.  But the interesting thing is that conglomerate is right under where we found that mud-brick like slag thing at L4007.


I took some pictures of the red stuff between the oven and L4046 and we took that off too.


Close to the slag thing came under L4007 there was some oven fragment thing (burnt) that I mentioned before.  There are some pebbles underneath it and some pottery with yellowish color next to.


The pottery pieces burnt (on the N of the oven) was going under one of the rocks of L4046.


The slag pit which was under L4007 has some ashy pits next to it, which are used by animals also (later on).


Also there is some ash next to the oven.


L4048: river conglomerate looking slag thing with the flow in it.


L4049: is the part close to the slag place that has kind of compact, some pebbles underneath and some pottery with it (reddish/yellowish).  We also found some oven fragments.
