I came back, after searching for the tools we started to sweep.  We are also taking the pebble surface at the SW corner off.  There was a huge rock that we took off next to the W baulk.


I think we are certainly coming on top of something so I decided to change the locus for the rest of the NW corner which will be a fill, L4051.


I was looking at L4043 and I think that is a surface (I can see after cleaning.)  So one of my workers is articulating the rocks and pottery over there.


Also I started to look for the edges of L4035, the oven.  It was really hard on top then now it started to be softer so I will take a soil sample.  Then, we started to find burnt reddish soil also there is kind of a greenish soil there.  (The locus itself: 10YR4/4 dark yellowish brown).


2.5Y 4/4 Olive brown is the greenish part, the reddish part is probably the collapse of the oven to inside.  It is generally soft but especially on the South side it is so soft.  So I decided to go down more.


In L4036 we found a sand stone (pinkish).  Also we took out the rock which doesn't seem big from the top but it was so.  There is a big hole there now.  Also they found a really yellowish thing.  I think it is only soil (powder texture) (munsell: 2.5Y 7/8 Yellow)


I decided to scrap L4043 because the rocks seem to be a little deeper than where we are.


Also I opened a new locus for the dirt underneath L4029 that will be L4052.  We are leveling it with L4045.


When they were digging they made a deeper part at the SW corner and there are rocks there.


In L4042 in the NE corner we found a good amount of white chalk like rocks.  I am collecting them (KT4280).


Also in L4052 we found a piece of sifter made of pottery.


When we were continuing digging L4052 we hit a lot of animal bone.  We started to articulate those.  I changed the locus for that part (L4053).


Also I cut L4042 in order to find out if L4039 is continuing there.  But we couldn't find the rest so it is probably better to try to catch the surface from S (although it is really cut by pits and animal holes there).
