Hasip and I started the day scraping the floor of F6 in the hopes of defining new Loci.  Since none are very apparent, we will start digging 25cm arbitrary levels in the lower 1/3 of the trench.  

We finished L6012; the bottom revealed a stone layer cutting diagonal through the locus.  Most of the stones were fairly small 1cm. X 1cm.  

The length of the stone layer ran the distance of L6012.  We can see it in the profile, thus we suspect that it continues beneath L6003 (north) and also south of the trench.  I haven't redefined new loci yet, but I plan on giving the new stone layer a separate locus on Saturday.  I took two photos (one north, one south) of the stone layer.  The width is about 40 cm.
