Aug. 1, 2001


0530 hours 78° in the shade

For some strange reason this morning I have 7 workers as opposed to the 3 I had yesterday, but many of them were quite young and inexperienced. This is fine as today we will have work for all of them.

We start where we left off with L8007 and removing it across the length of the trench. The objective is to continue looking for the surface where the oven is sitting on. Or if possible, a wall in association with it.

I spent a large part of the morning plotting the large and small cobblestones and potsherds in the Northeast quadrant of the trench. Following this we proceeded to remove the rocks ( which for no good or apparent reason I left off naming until now ) and collect as needed, this is Locus 8012. We then continue with the fill below the rocks which becomes L8013 for the possibility of this being a sealed area; and the contents are bagged separately.

In the middle of the trench we found another area of cobbles  running East - West which as we follow it squares off to a North - South direction. It may be wishful thinking at this time but this could be the beginning of finding a wall. As we run out of time, I make a note to clean the area better and look it over a bit further, then likely define it as a new locus and photograph it.

On this day we located  a handful of small finds, notable among these are a couple of vase pedestals or parts; one of them has small, decorative, and equally spaced indentations on the exterior part of the piece. We also located a small piece of charcoal.
