Today we are finishing up the removal of the first layer of L8016. The plan is to level this locus then begin a systematic removal of the pebble-small cobblestones-pottery surfaces found throughout the trench, these are: L8010, L8011, L8018, L8019, and L8020 in that order. The reasoning is basically tied to the height but is mostly arbitrary. Visually these surfaces appear to be at different heights, and while this is the case L8018 and L8010 have similar elevations. We also need to take into account the slope of the area, and what it may have been in years past; and a case may be made for a more direct relationship (s) between these surfaces. Also added to this discussion is the pottery which displays similar characteristics between the loci. These surfaces which we have pedestaled up to now might yet tell us more about their origins as they are removed.

While working on L8016 we unearthed a stone tool resembling an ax- head, it is very well preserved and almost complete. It's measurements are .15 x .07 at its widest, and .15 x .04 at its narrowest. The elevations were 65.60 - 65.56 meters. L8016

Pottery from the surface of each of the loci being removed was surface collected. This was followed by separate collection of pottery from within the loci.
