Week 4 Summary

This week began with the opening of trench F8, adjoining trenches have located very little architecture but some interesting features have emerged. F8 seeks to possibly locate additional surface layers continuing from the other trenches. The location of the trench in an area that overlooks the river would have been a good choice for looking across the Tigris River as well as adjoining lower valleys. The trench was laid out as  10 by 10 meters trench but I will begin by also laying an intersect to excavate a 5 by 10 meters with the longest axis running from North to South. The reasoning for this lies in the fact that the eastern half of the trench is partially in the cliff going towards the river.

Initial excavation yields and oven L8002 a small layer of rocks L8003 and a 1.75 meter by 1.25 meter hard packed area of unknown origin at this time L8004. 

Excavation will continue to articulate these features.
