July 18, 2001

We began excavating G4.  The previous locus was excavated on July 14 wherein a top plan was made of a rock cluster.  That locus was mostly topsoil.  We headed into locus 4001, which had a bottom elevation of 75.54.  The soil appeared to be very loose, dry, and silty dirt.  The color munseled at 7.5 YR 6/3--which is a light brown. We started a new locus due to the arbitrary change in levels (20 cm).  Hence, we ended the day in locus 4002.  The bottom depth was 75.3--we'll continue with that tomorrow.
