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I opened locus 6 today.  We dug with the small picks in this sounding level mainly because we’re starting to find an increasing amount of mudbrick debris.  We found the normal amount of pottery and bone.  Also, we found an obsidian flake and part of a basalt grinding stone.  

We managed to expose the heap of mudbricks in the SE corner of the sounding.  I tlooks as if it is a collapsed stove, mainly because there is a curved shape, yet there is mudbrick piled inside the walls.  

Most of the mudbrick debris came out of Eastern half of locus 6.  The soil was a bit more compact than previous sounding levels.
