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I divided the trench into two main halves today.  Locus 14 comprises the northern half.  The soil is less compact than locus 15, which is the southern half of the trench.  In the Northwest corner of L14, we’re finding that L11 (the sandy, rocky matrix) is running beneath.  This sandy, rocky matrix is the same type of soil that we found at the bottom of all the sounding in Area G last year.  However, we don’t know if we’re starting to hit sterile soil or if this strat. has simply been re-deposited over additional cultural material.
