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We saw that L13 was still cutting down into the sterile soil that we’ve named l17.  We think that whatever this is (most likely a stove) was probably originally dug into this virgin layer.  The stove is just barely making its way into the trench, but we can see it quite clearly in the southeast corner of the baulk.  There is an outside layer of mudbrick that is lined internally with silty soil. 

We opted to excavate the 1x1meter in the SE corner of the trench in order to find the bottom of L13.  At the end of the day, we finally found where the mudbrick stove ends.  

Andy has ruled out that the sandy, rocky matrix could be cultural.  The stratigraphy looks “classically” natural, with the river stones on top of a sandy layer.
