Weekly Summary

Area A 

Trench 10

Week 2

We opened A10 this week at the bottom of the step trench in Area A.  It is a 2 x 2 meter sounding that will hopefully yield some information about the cultural depth of the Tepe.  We’re excavating the trench somewhat quickly in order to help us establish chronology.  Hence, many of the loci are arbitrary, not reflecting any soil changes, features, floors, burials, etc…However, when these changes are noticed we create a new locus.  Otherwise, we’re excavating the sounding levels in 20-30 cm increments.  

Locus 1 was topsoil that revealed a fair amount of pottery, and a small amount of bone.  We found the sub-topsoil layer start about midway through locus 2 (in retrospect, hence why we didn’t end locus 2 when we noticed the change).  

Locus 3 revealed mudbrick.  Hasip and I excavated in 5cm increments with the hope that we might expose a wall, or at least some more intact bricks.  The bottom of L3 revealed only one intact brick in the SE corner.
