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We started by sweeping and taking down the remnant of 2124-west with a big pick. Scraped and looked; saw mudbrick material in the west baulk but no brick lines yet. In the south section of 2124, there is loose fill-like soil above harder packed mudbrick like material; corresponding with the north edge of 2125. I decided to cut the eastern half of 2125—southwards back to the line where loose fill-like soil meets harder mudbrick like soil. When we cut this little section, we saw that below about 7-10cm of fill, there is green-yellow mudbrick with the possibility of individual brick lines. I had the workers take off this 7-10cm of 2125 with small picks, hoping to come down on top of a wall.

I then had the west 70cm part of 2125 taken down to the level of 2126 (We found a nice spearhead in this section). The bit c.50cm-wide bit of 2125 remaining in place is hard mudbrick material, so we left it in place for reference. We took down the top 7-10cm of west-70cm 2125 to get rid of the dry trashy stuff and preserve the mudbrick material. My guy accidentally chopped off just a bit of the western edge of our true wall 2126. 

We scraped with small picks and trowels on the top of 2126-west down to the level of the north section where we see hard mudbrick material. The color changes in section to a yellowish brown. I cut the north edge of the pedestalled portion (east 130cm) of 2126 and see 2 courses so far—the top course is grayish, the course below is greenish brown.

After breakfast we will take elevations where we dug 2124, 2125, 2126.  Then we will dig the eastern half of 2114 so we can get a look at the section of the western half and look for the foundations of 2126.

By the way, having peeled off the top of west-120cm of 2126, I believe we have a pebble surface to associate with our Mudbrick wall 2126. This new pebble surface will be called L2127; we will take elevations and photos after breakfast.

After breakfast we took photos of 2126, 2127 and 2114. We took elevations where we could (will have to add more with total station tomorrow) and discussed what approach to take.  We decided that 2127 is fill with pebbles mixed into it, rather than a pebble surface. Although we are satisfied that we have found the west-edge of 2126. In the current base of 2114, I see a possible wall oriented N-S lined up with crack marks in the South section at 5m, and incorporating the green brick drawn in on today’s dayplan. Our approach is twofold: 1) cut down 25cm in the east 120cm (from east baulk) in 2114; this will help define the south edge of 2126 and the east edge of whatever brick system is showing up in the west part of 2114. 2) we cut 2116 –eastern 105cm—in order to see what lies on the ash surface as we can see in section.
