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We started the day by continuing to articulate the pebble pavement 2117.  Yesterday we had articulated under the title “L2137-base” because I figured this soil on the pebbles should be considered fill on top of the surface 2117; in retrospect the KT bags 15-19 from L2137 should be read as equal to L2117. We did not screen L2137-base, which I should have done, again in retrospect, so today we are screening everything that comes off of 2117.  The screen we used was one of the small round ‘boneyard’ hand-screens (scale of the screen??). Screening L2117 produced several small bone bits, including a vertebra from a tiny mammal. We also pulled one at least pot rim from the screen. There are a handful (3-5) flat-lying potsherds interspersed with the pebbles—also the pelvis or skull (?) of a small mammal. I photographed the sherds and skull/pelvis in situ and lifted the skull/pelvis to keep it from getting trampled. We slowly articulated more of the pavement, but concentrated our efforts on the south end of the trench today.
I had Attila finish removing L2131 down to the elevation of the cobbles of 2139.  He articulated the stones and shaved back the baulk and flattened the area south of 2139.  this soil south of 2139-stones is now Locus 2140.  We changed plans and instead of going further in 2140, we decided to take out the massive ‘floating’ wall system, since we now had all the information from the wall that we need. We removed wall-segment 2126 and saw that the reed fibers corresponding to L2130 indeed run IN BETWEEN courses of 2126, as we suspected they would.  We collected clay samples that fell out of the bricks of 2126 in huge chunks: light gray, green, and dark brown clay. We also took down wall-segment 2132 to the level of the cobbles 2139. There was a little bit left over at the end of the work day  that we will deal with tomorrow. Just as a side note: we removed the wall locus by locus instead of crashing the whole thing lock-stock-and-barrel because as I was excavating and discovered more and more of the wall, I named new loci until I understood that these individual wall loci are each components of a huge wall system and thus should be considered one entity. Thus, because of the way I named the segments as I excavated, I decided to removed them as individual segments in order to prevent confusion in my notebook and also to keep tighter control over the finds that come out of the wall-destruction (perhaps doing so will help date which part of the wall was built first and what different materials were used in different parts of the wall?).
