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Opened new trench A8, which consists of the last 8 meters of A2, excavated in the last 2 seasons. The purpose of this trench is to investigate second millennium contexts and link them with an earlier, possibly third millennium phase. The step trench will be excavated by reducing the highest step to the level of the next lowest step, and then reducing this combined area to the level of the next lowest step. This will result in an expanded area totaling some eight by two meters 

The early part of the day was taken up by laying out marking string, and cleaning in preparation for excavations. Excavations concentrated on cleaning the topsoil and sub-topsoil from the lowest step, since these were not cleaned up entirely during last season’s work. Otherwise all other steps have been cleaned of topsoil. The topsoil has been designated as locus 1. This locus consists of yellow-brown loose dirt, which is semi-compact in places. The majority of the material recovered was pottery. Tomorrow work will continue in the lowest step until topsoil has been thoroughly removed.
