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Work concentrated on the excavation of the pit locus 19, located in the north-west corner of the day plan. Second millennium pottery is contained within the pit, which cuts third millennium fill locus 17. Locus 17 is composed of loose brown gravely dirt, which is packed against a hard compact reddish fill locus 20 in the south. This edge of locus 20 may represent the eastern end of wall 18, although no bricks are visible in the section cut from removing locus 17.

Excavation of locus 20 likewise did not clarify the bottom of wall 15. Further work will attempt to clarify the bottom of both walls by reducing fills 17 and 20 further.
