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Work concentrated on leveling locus 17 and extending it northwards to incorporate the next step, which was almost level with locus 17. There were no significant soil changes other than in the northeast corner, which produced a brownish fill, cleaner than 17. The hump of debris, northwest of pit 19, was taken down as locus 22, yielding a slag, pottery and bone. Locus 2, defined as sub-topsoil, was excavated north of locus 17 to remove contaminated material near the spill line at the edge of the step. Substantial pottery (2 bags) and bone were recovered, and an installation bounded by mud brick was uncovered at the level of locus 17. The latter was leveled and work commenced in locus 21.

The white organic patch, locus 21, expanded into an extensive rectilinear surface with some flat-lying sherds and reed impressions. Blocks of overlying fill were sampled and a few sherds were collected.

Future work will excavate the putative portion of wall 15 north of the pedestal in the southwest corner to establish whether the surface of locus 21 underlies the wall or meets it and is associated with it.
