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The whole morning was taken up with the removal of surface locus 21. Blocks of the surface, defined by the cracks caused by drying, were removed at approximately 15cm deep. A few sherds fell from the matrix, and one block uncovered a patch of a further underlying organic surface.

Work then moved to the removal of wall locus 15, which shrunk in section against the southern baulk, appearing only 2 courses high. It is therefore likely that the wall was terraced down slope to the north, or ran east to west with lower courses stepped down slope. This would explain the position of bricks in the west section tilting down slope compared to a straight horizontal orientation of the bricks in the south section.

At the end of the day the pieces of surface 21 were removed in boxes and foil, and were transported to the depot. Although this surface contained more debris than the other two white surfaces, the lack of household debris associated with it suggests a non-domestic context. These surfaces also seem to emerge from the east section but this needs to be checked.
