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Work focused on the removal of the white organic surface locus 30. The extent of this surface was less than expected, as it does not underlie locus 21, which is higher and to the east. A wall became visible later in the day, running from east to west against the southern baulk, consisting entirely of stones. The fill south of this wall (locus 33) will become locus 34. Fill under surface 21 became 32 but changed to 36 as soon as the stones became visible to the south and west. It was logical to keep the east as locus 36 and the west as locus 35,which underlies locus 30, because it seemed that the wall stones separated east from west and because the soils were slightly different. Both 35 and 36 however, have turned out to be sitting on the same wall 33, and loci were changed again to locus 37 to represent any debris lying on the stones.

Artifacts of note are a pedestal base in the matrix of locus 30 and a couple of burnished pieces and an obsidian blade, also in locus 30.

Further work will attempt to understand the stone orientation.
