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Work began with the definition of wall 33, by excavating fills 34 and 37. The wall seems to be at least 2 meters wide and crosses the trench in an east to west direction. Excavation of locus 29 to the north has revealed that the wall is preserved only to one course. Locus 29 may represent a foundation trench associated with wall 33. No surfaces were detected in locus 17 to the north, suggesting that if a living surface existed it is probably located to the south behind the southern baulk. A Nineveh 5 shard found in locus 29 suggests that the wall is either third millennium or later. 

Excavation of locus 34 showed that wall 33 is more northwest to southeast than simply east to west. This has formed a small triangle in the southwest corner of the trench where a possible surface may be located. Cutting a section in the western half of the wall may reveal this surface if we haven’t already lost it as the foundation trench theory implies.

Locus 17 contained much mud brick debris and may represent the collapse of wall 33. In the late morning two stones emerged from beneath the wall in its southern section, which indicates that further courses are located further down and to the south. From above the most northerly row appears to straighten considerably in relation to the rest of the wall and runs parallel to the southern baulk. This raises the possibility that the northern row has shifted off its line and represents tumble. 

The discovery of the lower course prompted renewed excavation of the northern fill loci 26, 28, and 29, to establish the depth of wall 33.
