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Excavation of loci 40, 38 and 41 has established the bottom of wall 33 in the western half of the trench. The top course of wall 33 was removed to further articulate the width and orientation. Section cleaning has shown that all southern loci in fact belong to the same wall consisting of loci 12, 14, 21 and 30 as wet courses, and loci 5, 15, and 18 as mud brick components. Loci 17, 27, 28, 29 38 and 40 are superstructure collapse to the north. We are now below the wall and will reduce the entire trench to the same level.
