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Work began with locus 45, located up against wall 33, but at a lower elevation where a mud brick footing lies, presumably related to the stone wall. Excavations also continued in locus 43, a fill beside a broken cobble surface in the north of the trench.

A clean green brick has appeared in the locus 45 fill, some 50 cm north of the wall line. This area is also characterized by substantial bone deposits, as was the case in loci 29 and 40.

Excavation of locus 43 has not exposed any more of the cobble surface 44 in the north of trench. This surface was therefore excavated and its contents removed.

A decision has been made on the fate of the trench. Excavations will continue north of wall 33 for some 3 meters to understand the mud brick foundations of the wall and to reach potential surfaces. The eastern section of loci 38 and 40 will be excavated to expand the probe beside wall 33. 

A few oven fragments have turned up in both loci 40 and 45.

Taking down the eastern section consisting of the remaining 38 and 40 has not produce further evidence of the underlying yellow mud brick deposit witnessed in the western half of the trench against wall 33. In fact the bottom course of stones from wall 33, seen in the western side does not extend the eastern side. In other words the eastern half of wall 33 contains fewer courses. This may explain the existence of the yellow mud brick deposit: the wall may have been built on a slope and the mud brick used to fill the space. 

A gray brick and a large pot sherd were found in locus 42 east, possibly representing a surface.
