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Work began with the removal of the brick-like pedestal fill locus 48, underlying wall 33 in the west. The seemingly yellow color is more brownish in color after excavation, and the locus is very scant in artifacts.

The ash layer locus 46 does indeed extend below wall 33 and the underlying locus 48, but it was decided that it should be given a distinct locus number. It has become locus 49 in order to distinguish it from the unsealed locus 46. Locus 48 has produced a few sherds and some obsidian, even though total screening was undertaken. 

The trench will be closed for digging at the conclusion of today’s work. In the meantime a probe will be place to further elaborate the nature of loci 46 and 49. The probe will be placed against the western section running north south, forming a slightly rectangular shape. It is hope that this will uncover either surfaces or more ashy deposits.

The probe has shown that loci 46 and 49 divide very clearly between pockets of ash and largely brown fill deposit in locus 46 to heavy and uniform ash deposits in 49. 

A mud brick wall has emerged in the southern section, approximately at the level of wall 33 lower and locus 48. Once the section was sprayed these bricks stood out clearly and seem to form part of the upslope, southern portion of the stonewall, similar to the construction witnessed in E. Moseman’s trench A2.

Towards the end of the day it became clear that locus 49 consists of a series of ash layers, which seem to have been deliberately deposited either as oven dump or floor-surface activity interrupted by periods of non-use. This activity/inactivity alternation has been witnessed at seasonal sites. These ash layers do not extend beyond the northern line of wall 33 but do extend into the southern section beneath the mud brick wall seen in the section. This suggests that the surfaces are most probably associated with activity preceding the construction of wall 33 and the mud brick wall. Very good samples of soil, carbon, lithics and diagnostic pottery have been recovered from this locus. At the end of the day a square, stone, red seal with dice-like indentations and a perforation, was recovered.
