Weekly Trench Summary

Week 1

Area A

Trench 8

July 12, 2002

Work this week concentrated on a number of features:

1. Walls 15 and 5

2. Surfaces 14 and 12

Wall 5 was resolved in section as a substantial wall slump stacked in the southwest corner. Underlying the wall slump, which may continue into the eastern baulk, was a white organic surface locus 12, associated with decomposing reeds and chaff. A further white surface locus 14 is associated with wall 15, which has yet to be resolved for depth entirely. This wall is oriented north to south along the western baulk. 

A further wall locus 18, which runs from east to west, was identified as an earlier construction. Unfortunately no surface rich with artifacts has been discovered thus far.

Artifacts of note are the increasing number of red burnished serving vessels and the continuation of the black burnished vessels. Habur pieces turn up occasionally also.

Further work will concentrate on defining both walls 15 and 18 and looking for associated surfaces.
