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The majority of the work in the last week focused on the definition of the nature and extent of stone wall 33. In addition it was hoped that information would be collected on surfaces or fills directly related to the stone wall, which lies against the southern section of the trench and is orientated west to east. 

A number of things became clear. Firstly, the wall seems to represent the original and initial building activity connected to subsequent walls 5 and 15. The white reed impressed surfaces both overlie and stretch beyond the lines of the stone wall to the north. Furthermore, stone collapse from the wall visible in both the west and east sections show that these reed impressed wet course were constructed later than the wall, at least in the case of the upper three surfaces, represented by loci 12, 14 and 21. 

Secondly a large gap represented by solid fill with very little mud brick debris is evident in all sections between the end of wall 15 and wall 33. This suggests that the building of walls 5 and 15 took place as a rebuilding exercise over wall 33, which had collapsed. In further confirmation of this idea, three separate spill lines are visible in the west section. The upper spill is associated with the topsoil. The second line is associated with debris from walls 5 and 15. The third line marks the collapse of the mud brick superstructure of wall 33.

Thirdly, stone wall 33 was built on a slope, which descended from south to north as is the case with the modern slope. However, the existence of additional courses and mud brick footing on the west side of the wall suggests that a further slope from east to west in antiquity.

Fill surfaces to the north of the wall consisted of debris and were poor in artifact density. It seems that the pottery is firmly third millennium. Substantial bone, obsidian, and pottery came from hard packed fills against wall 33, represented by loci 29, 40, and 45.

Excavations have been narrowed in this trench since it has been established that the location of excavations lies outside the wall, which excludes the probability of finding associated surfaces. Work will predominantly focus on excavating beneath the wall in order to locate sealed and datable contexts associated with the wall.
