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We began the morning by shaving off the front of the NE section of L5.  I wanted to see the wall bricks better. 

I cleaned and started moving the rest of the topsoil at the 8-12m peg. We went about 15cm down and hit more red brown fill so we stopped. 

In L5 we scraped around and found a more definite edge to the wall.  Also scraped at the base of the section and found that the walls continue further North.  We sprayed the area and could not see the lines well.  So about .5m away from the step wall at 2m wide and 1m long, we cut a small sounding down about .05m deep to see if the wall extends further from the section.  We closed L1 in this area and opened as L5 as the continuation of the fill above the wall and found a few more bricks in section at the beginning of the south border of the small sounding but not further north than that.  We named the whole area L5 from the south baulk to the small north sounding L5 as the fill above the ashy layer at the north baulk and on top of the wall.  We scraped around at the top of the step behind the wall to find an area of ash in section it appears to be rather thick and is inside the wall.  There is some mudbrick slump at the east half of the locus so we will clean that off before opening the new ash locus.  Also in L5 we cleaned the top part of the small section that juts out to find the mudbrick wall lines on the top.  

We took bottom elevations for L5 in the soft ashy area with mudbrick clumps at the SW corner of the trench and named the new L6.  This area is much softer than the other areas further east.  It is difficult to define exactly where the ash locus begins and the mudbrick slump ends.  There are some parts where the two are indistinguishable.

In L6 we took two soil samples one from the west half and one from the east (see day plan) because this is only the top of the locus the samples may be a little mixed but we did our best to clean the surrounding area before hand.  The wall that is seen in section at the NW corner of L5 definitely abuts the ashy area.  I am not going to separate this area as a wall locus until the rest of L5, namely the east half against the East baulk, is more defined.
