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We leveled the east half of L6 and found much more mudbrick debris adjacent to the south baulk.  The debris is very dense with flat lying large body sherds.

We also cleaned off the soft areas of the wall L7 and tried to define it better.  We found areas of grayer ashy parts that had eaten into the wall, possible animal burrows.  The first courses of the wall are poorly preserved.

We closed L6 and started L8 and L9.  We opened L8 because we found that the east half of L6 against the south baulk appears to the source of most of the mudbrick collapse according to the section of the south baulk where we see many layers of collapse with ash lenses dispersed throughout.  We may be coming up on a mudbrick wall against the SE baulk running east to west, it appears to be only about .70m wide, we are cleaning .05m down around the area in long swaths from the south baulk to the wall in L7.  This area is so hard that we had to dig it with a hand pick, impossible to trowel.  There are flat lying sherds on the surface and lots of small pebbles throughout it.  It is also a paler brown color, different from the darker colors surrounding it.  For now we will leave this area pedestalled and change locus tomorrow.  

We opened L9 as a softer ashy fill with less mudbrick collapse, but we were only able to isolate this area in the SW baulk corner.  The area was only .15m - .20m wide and probably a large animal burrow.  We had originally opened the locus as the west half the L6 but more scraping with the trowel showed that there was much less of the locus than previously thought.  While scraping to define L9 we found some interesting rock samples, one of them is some very white plaster about .05cm thick and layered between compact fill (maybe mudbrick).  The plaster peels off the fill very easily in layers.  We also found clumps of baked clay with lots of different colors in it, it looked strange so I sampled it.  Both of these samples are located in L9 KT1.  

We shaved down L8 around L9 and found more plaster layers adhering to mudbrick.  I was able to photo one in situ.  Maybe I chopped through a plaster surface? I doubt it, the chunks were not uniform and the chunks of plaster came up in loose fill not in a hard surface.   Maybe it is part of a plastered mudbrick wall?  We will take more samples of the material tomorrow.
