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Began the morning in L8 and leveled the area .05m found that the ashy is slowly continuing westward from the section we cut at the east baulk yesterday.  Dug another .10m from the west baulk to the east baulk, and there appears to be very definite wall debris along the west baulk but there are no mudbrick lines.  As we move east along the wall in L7 we find some very hard clay that is not red or green like the bricks in the wall but is brick-like.  We found this similar type of brick below the wall at the north wall of the section we cut in L8 yesterday that abuts the wall’s SE face.  Is the wall founded on this hard clay brick that does not have any mudbrick lines? Not sure yet.  This may just be another course that has been badly preserved.

We have brought an experienced worker to the trench to teach us how to dig and we have started to properly straighten the baulks for drawing.  

We also further articulated L7 and sprayed the first 2m of the trench and took photos.  

In L12 we went down another .05m against the north side of the wall in L7.  We found an ashy pit in the center of the wall and since we are at the same elevation on both sides of the wall, it is my guess that this ash is a continuation of the ashy fill south of the wall.  We also found a piece of plaster similar to what we find in L8 on the south side of the wall about 20cm NE of the ashy area, we left it in situ.  

In L10 the hard packed fill with pebbles at the SE baulk south of the wall, leveled the rest of the pedastalled area about .05cm at a time, at the bottom was very soft ashy fill.  I appears that we were wrong about the extent of the fill from the section we cut in L8, it was about .10m deeper. Now the east half of L8 is ashy fill and the west half is mudbrick debris.  

At the end of the day we changed locus 8 and L10 to L13 which is the ashy fill in the east half of the area south of the wall and L14 which is the mudbrick debris in the west half.  

We took .10m off L13 there are some areas of harder fill at the SE corner along the south baulk but they do not seem like mudbrick.

To sum up, we cut down L8 about .15m and found some hard packed grey clay that is similar to mudbrick directly beneath the wall in L7 and the red and green brick layers.  We cut back L12 and found some ashy fill abutting the north side of the wall, it may be a continuation of the ash from the south side of the wall. Opened L13 as loose ashy fill at east half of area south of wall and L14 as mudbrick debris at the west half of area south of the wall.
