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In L14 we cut about .10m down and found more ashy so we expanded L13 to the west baulk over L14.  I found some different colored mudbrick collapse along the west baulk. We pedastalled the area and changed KT bags.  The north half of the area was green/grey mudbrick and we gave it KT 5 and 6.  We cut down the southern half of red mudbrick but found no artifacts so we didn’t open a KT.  There is still some mudbrick collapse in the area but it is less dense and more ashy so that is why we changed it to L13 which is the ashy fill that begins in the east half of the area south of the wall L7.  

While clearing L13 and L14 about 10cm each we found that the ash appears to be directly beneath the bottom of the wall.  The last bricks are directly on top of the ashy fill in L13. We decided to completely expose the south side of the L7 wall by digging in L13 along the wall.  We did not find any surfaces or features associated with the wall on this side of it.  

Now that the south side of the wall is exposed we decided to proceed to the north side and find the bottom of the wall there.  L13 is substantially lower in elevation than L12, the fill at the north side of the wall, so it will probably take about .20m of digging before we reach the bottom.  We went down another .05m in the area we dug yesterday and found that the ashy area extended a little bit.  We extended L12 to encompass the bottom of L5. L5 was opened north of the wall to clean any of the fill that was above bricks that continued north of the current wall.  We found a few bricks but they were lost when we cut the first .05m of L12.  We cut L12 in half and dug the east half for about .15m and found no more ash or anything substantial we will continue to find the bottom of the wall at its north side before we take down the wall itself.  

We took L13 down another .08m to make the area flat.  We will not dig in this area until we find the rest of the wall at its north side.  

I measured my entire day plan today because my measurements were not reflecting reality for the last few day plans.  The elevations are about the same but the size of the various steps was not what it was on my plan, see plan for details.

In sum we closed L14 and opened L13 over it because the ashy fill continued in the south side of the wall L7.  Found the bottom of the wall is on top of ashy fill on South side, looking for the bottom of the wall in L12 to the north.  Obtained new measurements for the dayplan, and leveled L13.
