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We started the day with L16 cutting down the front step further toward the south baulk.  We came upon some more moist red brown soil with many small pebbles in it and lots of pottery.  

We closed L18 and changed the soft ashy fill below L19, the reed impression, to L20.  L20 does not include the hard mudbrick like pieces at the SE corner of the trench, which was previously part of L18.  We have changed that area to L21.  The bottom of the section we cut out of the NE corner of L18 where we found the hard mudbrick material was changed to L22.  

In L19 we scraped off the reed impression using trowels because it was not very deep and we wanted to avoid mixing loci between the impression itself and the fill below it, L20. We found one piece of pottery. We closed L19 as a reed impression feature not a surface.

In L21 we cut down the pedastalled mudbrick installation and found some yellow colored mudbrick pieces below it floating in ashy fill.  We leveled the area to L20 and opened L20 on top of L21 because we were seeing a continuation of ashy fill below L21.  

In L20 we cut off the NW section of the locus to the level of L22.  We continued to the SW quadrant and found a large piece of a bowl about .20m north of the south baulk and .20m east of the west baulk.  We found chunks of yellow brick mixed with ash but no lines or anything to indicate a wall.  Opened L22 over the parts we dug of L20.

We returned to L16 and cut back almost 1.5 in 1 x .5m squares.  The fill became more and more compacted as we moved towards the south baulk.  We are probably coming out of the erosion layer.  

In sum: we closed L18 and opened L20 as ashy fill below L19 reed impression.  Opened L21 below L18 in SE corner of trench where we found mudbrick installation.  Opened L22 at bottom of section we cut out of  NE corner of L18 with hard mudbrick like fill.  Scraped off L19 and closed it, opened L20 below.  Dug NW corner of L20 to level of L22 and found some brick stuff floating in ash and a cool bowl, opened L22 at bottom of L22.  Leveled L21 to L20 found some more of that brick floating in ash, opened L20 over L21.  Cut back about 1.5m of L16 found harder more compacted red brown soil
