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We cut back and cleaned the baulks before breakfast.  I needed some time alone with my notebook, before we began digging.  

We opened L33 under L32 surface to separate the fill below the level of the surface.  We opened it below L31 as well since the fill was very similar and at the same level.  We cut 5cm down and found a line of red mudbrick extending next to the mudbrick with the stone foundation it appears that there are more stones continuing as a foundation.  We sprayed the area and took a photo.  We will level the surrounding loci and look at the wall more closely.  

We flattened the east half of L22 and closed the locus.  We opened L34 below L22 and L29 surface, L34 is similar to the very compacted clayey fill in L22 and L29.  When we opened L34 we found a large piece of clay at the north edge of the locus but nothing else associated with it.  We took a sample.  We also took down a pedestalled cobble at the west baulk and found a nice pot sherd, possibly Ubaid, directly beneath it.  We also found some rough cooking pot sherds.   We kept the cobble beneath the previous cobble in situ.  

We flattened L34 and L33, scraped and sprayed looking for a wall.  We can see the red mudbrick continuing close to the east baulk but there also appears to be a darker grey fill adjacent to the thin red mudbrick and continuing east from the redbrick with stone foundation at the west baulk.  This may be the foundation of the brick and cobble wall and the new line of bricks may be another construction layer of the same wall.  Also found an green flakey fill that is probably mudbrick collapse dispersed throughout L33 but concentrated in the NW corner.  

In the SW corner of the L25 we can see the bottom of a soft fired clay thing in the center of some very soft fill, what is it?  We will cut back the locus in a meter section tomorrow to see what it is.  

Summary: opened L33 as fill below surface L32 and extended under L31, cut 5cm down and found a line or red mudbrick material adjacent to the redbrick at the west baulk with stone foundation.  Flattened L22 and took off a cobble, found Ubaid sherd beneath cobble, possible in Ubaid contexts.  Opened L34 as fill below the level the surface L29 and L22.  Leveled L34 and L33, scraped and sprayed found red bricks extend closer to east baulk and there is a border of darker grey fill that may be the foundation of red brick wall with cobbles.  Found fired clay thing at SW corner of L25 left in situ.
