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I cut a 1m x 2m length of L25 to clean around the kiln stand or andiron in the SW corner.  We cleaned the area and picked up the andiron as small find KT 22.  The andiron was nestled in an area of soft ashy fill most of this area is ashy fill mixed with harder fill which is completely different from the eroded fill in L25.  We will changed locus if we decided to dig further.  

In L34 we started with a .50 x 1m section at the east baulk before the grey hard fill that we thought yesterday would be the foundations of the mudbrick and cobble wall.  We are continuing to cut sections toward the west baulk.

In L33 north of the wall we started by cutting a section out of the first 35cm of the north edge of the locus.  That is where the largest concentration of green flaky fill is.  We cut about 10cm to see if the mudbrick lines would continue but they did not.  We scraped and sprayed looking for remnants of mudbrick.  In L33 we could see a lot of red brick collapse but it is still difficult to find the lines of the wall because it seems to melt as it extends toward the east baulk.  We articulated a few new cobbles adjacent to the red brick and cobble wall but at a lower elevation.  We cut a section in L33 between the grey, possible foundation fill running east to west across the trench.  We cut this section to see how these areas are related.  Sprayed some more and realized that this was futile.  

Started a new plan, we can see a surface in section below L33.  We will first change the south 1m of L25 to L35 because the current ashy mixed fill is no longer eroded fill down the tepe.  We went down about 15cm in L35 to get more of a section on the surfaces we can see in the section.  

Summary:  Cleared south 1m of L25 and picked up andiron from SW corner.  Cut sections out of L34 and L33 trying to articulate the red brick wall and figure out if the grey fill is the foundation of the red brick and cobble wall.  We found nothing conclusive so we changed the south 1m of L25 to L35 and cut down about 15cm to get a good view of the section that shows the surfaces that are below L33.
