We started the day by finished the excavation of L4033.  The locus was a silty, ashy fill that occupied almost the entire ½ of the Eastern side of the trench.  We pedastaled a diagonal SW, NE running section of L4035.  Originally, we thought that it might be a wall.  We ended up deciding that it was simply a bit more compact than the rest of the locus.  Nevertheless, we excavated it and straightened the bottom o fL4035 such that it was even with L4033.  

We then swept the trench and Andy and I couldn’t decipher any soil differences.  We opted to dig the southern half of the trench 10cm and see what we could discover.  At the end of the day this new locus (4041) hadn’t given us anything new.  Hence, we’ll probably dig another 10cm or so tomorrow before continuing on to other parts of the trench.
