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Began work on locus 2106. Scraping it to the level of locus 2107. We found: pottery KT 1, a carbon sample KT 2, some animal bones was labeled KT 3, plus some lithics KT 4. After the removal of the dirt it became clear that the southern half of the area excavated now had considerable darker soil type than the northern half. So locus 2106 was closed.

In the meantime the old mudbrick wall L2080 was removed as locus 2111.  When we removed the last part, which were up against the west baulk we came upon a chunk of red clayish dirt, possible mudbrick debris. It was sampled as KT 3. 

All the excavated dirt was screened from this locus, but because of a misunderstanding regarding the treatment of the finds from the screening and the normal digging. They were mixed. And that was the case for the whole day.

Then the work was begun the removal of the old, small mudbrick wall L2080 stretching from west baulk towards the east hitting the wall L2116. It was excavating it as L2111. And again were all of the dirt screened. It produced Pottery KT 1, lithics KT 2 and some animal bones KT 5. When we excavated closest to the west baulk, we hacked right into an area of red/orange soil, rich in small bits of charcoal, a carbon sample was taken KT 4. Plus a sample of the red soil KT 3, which might be pieces of mudbrick.

At the same time, work was begun in the southeastern corner of the trench. Where some dark soil 5 YR 5/6 indicated to me that there might be a pit. It was labeled L2112. After some work on the locus, we uncovered a band of red earth in the same place, this band was surrounding a patch of dark gray material. The excavation of this dirt L2112, was screened, and produced several finds pottery KT 1, a rounded stone KT 7, flints KT 2, flakes of carbonized material KT 3, plus three carbonized seeds KT 6, shell KT 5 and at last a 1liter soil sample KT 8.

While bagging the finds, the workmen cleaned out an area of wall tumble, that had been sitting there for too long, L2113, situated between L2108 and L2105. This was also screened. It produced some potsherds KT 1, lithics KT 2, some animal bones KT 3, a carbon sample KT 4 and lastly one soil sample to float KT 5. The most interesting though was that we found several possible oven pieces KT 6 in the dirt as well. But there was no other signs of ovens.

While doing paper work, the workmen cleaned a baulk.

After having spoken with Dr Parker, it became clear that had to remove the central wall L2116 (=L2048). Therefore I opened L2114 to remove the eastern part of this wall. All the dirt was screened. The excavation produced pottery KT 1, lithics KT2 and some bone KT 3. Plus a carbon sample KT 4.

After this photo were taken of the now wall-less area. I began to level the area where the wall had been to the level of L2107, since it is so much better to work on leveled surface. Therefore I opened locus 2115. Took one carbon sample in each half of the locus KT 1, the northern part and KT 2 the southern. The other finds were: Pottery KT 3, Lithics KT 4 (among which there were a obsidian chip), some bone KT 5 and a sample of some “out-of-place-dirt” KT 6.

In the northern part we came upon some apparently well preserved mudbrick. Which will be investigated further later.
