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Started the day by sweeping, that is cleaning, the trench and taking levels.

Then I opened a new locus, L2121, which is the sub-wall fill under the wall L2117, now standing as a pedestal. This was done to level that southern part of the trench, so connections could be better detected. While excavating we had a number of finds these were cataloged as follows: Pottery KT1, Lithics KT2, Bone KT3, a carbonized seed KT4, a soil sample KT5, two carbon samples KT 6 and 7. The seed made me take the soil sample, thinking that there could be interesting information to be gained from this fill bellow the wall L2117.

After the removal of the pedestal fill, the work was targeted at the clearing of the mudbrick in the northwestern quarter of the trench. The first mudbrick had been identified as we removed the fill below the wall L2115. For finding the borders of the mudbrick structure locus L2122 was started. We started by scraping 3cm of the soil in that area. 

Journal becomes blurred because of the authors/excavators declining health.

The journal and the excavation were continued by the area supervisor LSD.

Created loci L2123 and L2124 for two plaster topped pits in L2122, because they are clearly discrete features –possibly the bottom of fire pits, lined with pottery. 

The pits lined with pottery and filled with mostly burned dirt and small pottery pieces and occasionally a piece of lithic. Very crumply, burned, soil and sherds.

L2123 produced a carbon sample C.2.2123.4.

Took total soil samples at levels where composition changed in each pit. Both pits are 22 cm deep, cone shaped with flat bottoms. Each has pottery parts and bits of oven material mixed with burned soil. Took up pedestalled rock remaining loosely in L2107. 

Closed the two pit loci: L2123 and L2124. Began to scrape fill away from the top of the mudbrick in L2122, removed 2-4 cm, to clear soil off the mudbrick and around the pits, now removed as mentioned earlier. Redrew NW quarter of day plan. The area under L2115 ’s north part is mostly soft and darker soil, with specs of mudbrick on far east part of L2122. Gave this area a new locus designated it L2125.

The pits L2123 and L2124 were basically twins and were sampled in sections as contents changed. Also surface was sampled.
