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Started the day with the continuation of work in L2128. We are encountering chunks of burned dirt or burned clayish material, these are hard, compact and have a red/orange color. Prepared three KT numbers: pottery KT 13, lithics KT 15 and animal bone KT 14.

Took a floatation sample from pit (10-15 cm depth) labeled it KT 16, along with a carbon sample KT 17 and another carbon sample from 15-20cm depth KT 18.

After some evaluation of the soil and the general situation of the pit: soil color, consistency and texture. It became clear that I have gone through the bottom of the pit. Therefore all the KT-numbers it produced today should be considered of mixed context, and also this means that the pit locus L2128 is to be considered closed.

Extended L2122 under L2126, this was done to trace the outline and possible continuation of the mudbrick already found in the northwestern part of trench. This clearing only produced one KT number: pottery KT 22.

After this was done the work was directed at the straightning of the central and western parts of the south baulk. Where a chunk of the old baulk was still standing and thereby would be blocking my attempts to draw the new baulk in the near future. This chunk consisted mostly of flagstones and pottery, with compact silt around then hard objects.

The removal of this was labeled L2129. I prepared three new KT bags: Pottery KT 1, lithics KT 2 and animal bone KT 3.

After the removal of L2129, I opened two new loci: L2130 and L2131. Both being small areas filled with small stones floating in / on fill, that makes them both cleaning loci. L2130 was a left over from the excavation of L2115. Located by the southern end of L2122. The locus produced pottery KT 1, lithics KT 2 and bone KT 3. Afterwards KT 3 was scrapped because no bone was found.

L2131 is located in the corner between L2108 and L2121, in the south end of the trench.

One of the first stones removed from the locus turned out to be a basalt grinding stone, labeled KT 1. We also found the traditional groups of objects: pottery KT 2, bone KT 4 and lithics KT 3. The locus did also produce a carbon sample KT 5.

Both loci, L2130 and L2131, were closed the same day.
