Daily Journal

Started the day by sweeping the trench for the usual amount of dirt and then took the closing photos I missed the 07/25/2002.

After that I had the step in the baulk cut little deeper, so the passage into and out from the trench would be a little bit easier. For this purpose I created L2148. Assigned three KT-bags to it to begin with, pottery (C.2.2148.1), lithics (C.2.2148.2) and bone (C.2.2148.3).

Then I opened a new locus, L2149, in the southeast corner of the trench, it describes the soil surrounding L2141. Gave L2149 three KT-bags to start with, pottery (C.2.2149.1), lithics (C.2.2149.2) and bones (C.2.2149.3). As the excavation of the locus L2149 continued it becomes clear that the only apparent difference between the two, L2141 and L2149 lies in the color change, and therefore might be equal to L2141. The finds from L2149 were very few. As we excavated further I am beginning to think that the pit label is wasted on L2141/L2149 that they represent something else. As L2149 was fully excavated we could follow the rusty colored surface, first seen at the bottom in L2141, under L2149.

Started to remove 5cm off L2140 to make it appear level with its surrounding loci. Gave it three KT-bags, pottery (C.2.2140.6), lithics (C.2.2140.7) and bone (C.2.2140.8). Also recovered a carbon sample (C.2.2140.9).

After this I expanded L2144 westwards from L2128. Started three KT-bags, pottery (C.2.2144.5), lithics (C.2.2144.6) and bone (C.2.2144.7). Also took the following carbon samples (C.2.2144.9-12 & 14), and a clay sample (C.2.2144.13). During the excavation of L2144 we came upon some chunks of dirt with traces of reeds or straw material, this made me take a soil sample (C.2.2144.8) from the fill containing the material.

Started locus L2150 in the southeast corner of the trench, it is the soil dividing the two “pits” L2128 and L2141/L2149 and the thin line of mudbrick in the area (not labeled yet).

Opened three KT-bags for L2150, pottery (C.2.2150.1), lithics (C.2.2150.2) and bone (C.2.2150.3). During the excavation of L2150 we took two carbon samples (C.2.2150.4-5).

Started L2151 in the southwest corner of the trench, to explore the thin white plaster line that has appeared on the surface. The soil here is for the most part also sub floor fill. This exploration should be able to tell us on which side of the line the wall is. Opened three KT-bags for the locus, pottery (C.2.2151.1), lithics (C.2.2151.2) and bone (C.2.2151.3). Besides these finds we also found shell (C.2.2151.4), took a soil sample (C.2.2151.8) and three carbon samples (C.2.2151.5-7 & 9).
