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Today we are continuing removal of fill in the 1 by 9 meter strip of F13, again we are using large and hand picks as wells as trowels. The soil coloration has darkened somewhat (10YR 4/4 Dark Yellowish Brown). For better control and separation of contexts the locus number was changed to L2. 

In my efforts to determine the best way to excavate this trench I am reading last year’s notes for F9 as a measured way to excavating, this will help me identify changes as they appear. It will also help me to better understand the surroundings about F13. For example, as the cleaning of F9 was continued, Andy and I observed a distinct likelihood of bricks very near the Southwest corner of F9, obviously we would hope that as F13 is excavated we might begin to see this architecture also appear in this trench. In F9 the apparent brick are located at about 0.65 meters below the surface, thus we will continue to go down rather quickly until we get near the desired depth, at which point we will begin a more careful examination. 

After about 15 centimeters we hit a darker soil still and changed the locus again to L3 (10 YR 4/4 Brown). We will continue on this locus today. For the most part soil during excavation has been soft for digging, it also does not appear overly compacted, its composition is loamy with few very small pebbles. 

Today we picked up a nice chunk of black obsidian remains of a larger core; also a 12 centimeters long piece of metal with a hook on one end. These two items were classified as small finds (SF) and handle as procedure has established. We also located two sherds exhibiting (possible) 95 type (3rd millennium) fingernail indented markings.
