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We will begin today by removing the remaining parts of Locus 5, we were hoping that as we followed the white speckled reddish soil that a wall would become obvious to us. The question that we continue to try and answer in a positive way concerns the wall or bricks visible in F9. Our problem in F13 has just been our inability to locate that wall where we had hoped one would be, our depth is now as great or greater –in some parts- as its location in F9. As we remove L5 we began observing a pattern of the white speckled soil that may point to a wall, we will clean and take a closer look. After this was done, we failed to see the pattern of the wall from F9. This is disappointing. But we will continue to look for it.


Shortly before breakfast we again began observing a possible wall pattern emerging towards the middle of the trench and to the South from where we would have expected the wall to show. The pattern that we are observing shows about a .20-meter wide wall like pattern about .24 meters from and almost perpendicular to the East baulk. The space between this white deposit and the East baulk also has some promising possibilities as a wall or perhaps even better as a floor. It is hard to work in such a narrow space if we try to lower the area just to the West of the “wall”… because of this we will come at it from the South end of the trench and see if we can see it better on the section. We will continue with this throughout the day.


Trench wide I will separate the trench into various loci to maintain better control and to highlight the various features present in the trench. Following is my reasoning and process: the North end of the trench I believe is a surface containing smashed pottery and bones on it, as a surface we want to treat it and processed it separately, this will be locus 7, the area of this locus extends from the North baulk to the beginning of an area of ash found in large quantity about 2.09 meters from the North baulk, this new locus 8 will be removed entirely and some of it collected for sampling and processing through flotation as well as other methods. This area is about 1.39 meters long and covers the entire 1-meter width of the trench. The wall as such is the larger locus in the trench extending for about 3.06-meters, this will be locus 9. Following is the remaining area of the trench nearest the South baulk extending for 2.32-meters. This will be locus 10.
