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The plan for today is to lower locus 12 to the level of the floor next to it. After this we will work on beginning to identify the wall to the East better. After this was done I also had the workers lower the “wall” area by .05 meters to see if we can see it better. 


All of this resulted in no better definition of the wall as we had expected, raising questions as to whether there is a wall after all. We need to lower this area more and clean the West section of the wall in order to get a definite idea of its existence. Tomorrow we will spray with water and look for this feature, we may also begin to remove the ash deposit labeled locus 8.
