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Today we are emptying the pit locus 14 and its contents are being entirely sifted after the 4 liter soil samples were taken. Additionally we are lowering the area where we thought we had a wall to see if it is easier to see and better defined below. 


As we made these cuts what looks like mortar lines began to show on the East baulk, this runs for about 0.40 meters but there is no visible bricks above it, something that doesn’t make sense.


We also worked on removing the ashy deposit locus 8 and sifted its contents after collecting the necessary soil samples.


Towards the end of the day we also began to define the rocks near the South end of the trench, they now appear arranged on a circular formation, but we still need to work on this more , this is locus 13.
