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Morning was spent measuring the loci and features open, also Munselling and drawing those features. Locus 18 was worked on and parts of it were eliminated and the area leveled. As expected the ash layer continued was located below it. 

We also worked on L10 and located additional smaller cobbles next to the larger ones, it now looks like this feature may have been used as a cooking or better yet an area to keep war pots with food or perhaps to place them after taking them off of the pit. The smaller rocks would have held the pot higher than the ground allowing for ambers or small burning twigs to have been placed under the pot. The larger rocks reflected heat and held the heat within the circle.

We also worked today in articulating the burned bricks of locus 20 and trying to connect that with either the wall or the ash layer or maybe even the pit L 14.
