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I started by taking the closing day elevations that we were unable to get yesterday.  Then we cleaned the trench and the rock area, locus 3.  We then had a workman articulate the rocks very well.  Our hope is that once the soil around the rocks is removed we can determine if there are more courses.  If there is only one course we’ll chop out half of it and see what’s under the rocks or perhaps determine in section what the rocks are.  As the cleaning commenced we noticed that there were long bones sticking out from under the rock pile.  It is indeterminate if they are human, although our bone expert does not think they are, yet we cannot at this point rule out a burial.  We then taught the workmen a Jennifer Lopez song.
